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Á An after-school and summer youth 
program that combines squash 
instruction and competition, academic 
tutoring and enrichment, community 
service, cultural exploration to advance 
the lives of disadvantaged, inner-city 
students. 

Á Urban squash programs operate during 
the school season, serving students at 
least three times each week.  Programs 
also operate summer camps and broker 
other summer opportunities for their 
students.



Á In 2005, Executive Directors of the 
original four programs convened 
to create a national association 
called the National Urban Squash 
and Education Association 
(NUSEA) in partnership with U.S. 
SQUASH.

Á A Board of Directors in which each member 
commits his/her time and  financial support

Á A facility or facilities that will support the 
program holding three weekly practices for 
each student throughout the school year.

Á A school partner or partners from where 
students are selected.

Á A full-time Executive Director and $100,000 or 
more in the bank on the day the program 
begins serving students.

Á To get started, assume that it will take 14-18 
months from the very beginning to day 1.
